Cemetery & Maintenance Report
Mr. Whiteman said that Mr. Tatman wants to buy asdgy Ferguson tractor with a boom arm to cut higff. sHe said that
a neighboring township is selling one. Mr. Whitensaid that he feels that it would only be usedfte purpose and only
used about 4 days a year and sit around the réis¢ gear. He said that he feels that they arg dangerous when cutting,
because they shoot debris out everywhere. Hetlsatide thinks the county doesn't use that styleraare, because of
safety concerns. He said that all of our othelipggant has multiple uses, whereas this would oely$ed for a single
purpose. He said that this tractor is about $45f60a 2006 Massey Ferguson and it's a good theahuse a brand new one
is over $88,000; however it's a lot of money forawlhittle we would get out of it. Mr. Henning satitat he likes the idea of
this tractor to do what it could be used for, hots we only have 18 miles of road, it may not lmettvit for what little it
would be used. Mr. Whiteman said that the cousgduo have a program where they would loan out #gglipment to
townships. He said that they will check on thigltr. Bainum asked why this township is getting ridite Massey Ferguson.

Malott said that she asked the church on the cahBass Road and State Route 133 to take a sign,dzecause they
haven't applied for a permit and she doesn't likeere it's located. Mr. Jordan said that someomtambed him about the
lots across from 4139 State Route 276 to be movgr said that it was taken care of over the wakk&he said that
Danny Knight has been taking care of bush hoggavgsl of the properties that we've been notifyimdpe mowed. She
said that she still has two others to be mowede s3iid that she will advertise for the two remainmoperties that she
knows about to get mowed. Mr. Jordan asked ifetlaee any avenues available to help out peopleeicdmmunity who are
destitute and can't afford to take care of theivrla, yet we are mowing them and assessing thastaxhich makes an even
bigger financial burden for them. Mr. Bainum sHidt he remembers a grant that was available yegr$o help out people
in these situations, but can’t remember the det#dls said that he will try to check on it. Mr. kféng said that using
taxpayer dollars on private property can't be done.

Emergency Services Report
Mr. Wylie said that CPR classes are going well bade more phone calls every day. He said thatchddniike to see the
computers upgraded.

He said that we have contingency plapdace to take care
of coverage of fire and emergency services. Mdao asked if we should notify the State Highwatrédo let them know
to ensure safety of our township residents, becaafe flow will be re-routing to more dangeroumersections such as
McKeever Pike and Dela Palma Road. Mr. Henningaskthere was any more communication with thiagg about the
fire hydrants and Mr. Wylie said no.
